Roger Reddel 

obtained his 

medical degrees 

at the Univer-

sity of Sydney, 

and trained as a 

specialist physi-

cian in medical 

oncology at 

Royal Prince 

Alfred Hospital.  

He then obtained a PhD in the cellular bi-

ology of breast cancer at the University of 

Sydney, and was awarded a Fulbright Fel-

lowship and a CJ Martin Fellowship from 

the NHMRC to undertake postdoctoral re-

search at the US National Cancer Institute 

in Bethesda, Maryland. 

 

Professor Reddel  returned to Sydney as 

the Cancer Council New South Wales' in-

augural Bicentennial Fellow, and set up the 

Cancer Research Unit at the Children's 

Medical Research Institute.  He and his 

group have been investigating a key prop-

erty of cancer cells called 

"immortalisation", which refers to their 

ability to undergo unlimited proliferation. 

 

Dr Reddel has an international reputation 

for discoveries regarding the role of te-

lomere length in immortalisation, espe-

cially relating to the enzyme telomerase 

upon which 85% of all cancers depend for 

their growth, and for the discovery of the

alternative mechanism on which the 

other 10-15% of cancers depend.  The 

aim of this research is to develop new 

forms of cancer treatment that prevent 

cancer cell growth by blocking im-

mortalisation.   

       

Professor Reddel is Director of the 

Children's Medical Research Institute, 

and the Lorimer Dods Professor of  

the Sydney Medical School, Univer-

sity of Sydney, and serves on advisory 

boards of many state, national and  

international cancer research agencies.  

He received a Rotary Australia 

Award for Vocational Excellence, 

2003, and the Ramaciotti Medal for 

Excellence in Biomedical Research, 

2007, and was recently elected a  

Fellow of the Australian Academy of 

Science.

 July 2010, Rotary Club of Sydneyôs Terry Carson received a citation from Past Rotary 

International President, Bill Boyd.  
 
Terry initially joined the Rotary Club of Pakuranga and received a Paul Harris Fellowship (PHF) in 
1990.  Terry then joined the Rotary Club of Sydney in 1990 and has been a member of the Interna-
tional committee from the start.  
 
Terry setup and ran the Adrian Golding Gift of Life Programmer from 1995 until 2001, during which 
eight children from the South Pacific Islands received life saving surgery from Sydney Hospitals.  
Wherever possible child and parent were hosted at Terry and Ireneôs apartment, during which time 
Terry and Irene would move into rented accommodation.  
 
In 2004 Terry setup his own programme where he builds schools in the mountain areas of North 
Pakistan. Terry finances all materials, and materials are transported by himself and local helpers to 
the sites, some of which are 3500m above sea level and accessed over rugged terrain. Terry also 
provides school materials for remote schools, teacherôs salaries and medical assistance for a small 
girl.   
 
Terry has been awarded a sapphire pin in addition to his PHF by the Rotary Club of Sydney for his 
endeavours.
