Dr Jay Chandra is a Fellow of the Royal Australian Col-
lege of Surgeons, a Fellow of the Royal Australian and 
New Zealand College of Ophthalmologists. 
 
He is a Vitreo-Retinal Specialist, with further specialist 
training in Retinal Diseases and Surgery at Sydney Eye 
Hospital and at the Jules Stein Eye Institute in California, 
USA. 
 
He is also a member of the American Academy of Oph-
thalmology. 
 
Originally from Malaysia, he studied medicine in India on 
a Colombo Plan Scholarship, and came to Australia in 
1970. He is a the Senior Visiting Vitreo-Retinal Surgeon 

to Westmead Hospital and has his private surgery in Penrith. 
 
Dr Jay Chandra has been presenting papers on range of complex ophthalmology 
related issues since 1978 to symposiums held in Malaysia, Indonesia, India, New 
Zealand, the United States and Australia. 
 
In spite of his hectic schedule he has generously donated his time to perform free 
eye surgery at his own expense to over 300 underprivileged men, women and chil-
dren in India and Fiji.
